For those of you who are in a quandry about tipping, the following is a helpful guide, especially when traveling:

Travel Wise


TIPPING PROTOCOL

If you’re like most travelers, it’s always a dilemma to know how much to tip a taxi driver, bellman, waiter and others. With help from our travel agents, the following is a list of recommended tips for people in the service industry.

Taxi/Limo Drivers: A $2 to $3 tip is usually acceptable, but you can give your driver more if he/she is especially helpful with luggage and getting you to your destination on timeâ€”safely.

Porters: A standard tip for airport and train porters is $1 per bag; more if your luggage is very heavy.

Doorman: $1 tip for hailing a taxi is appropriate. You may want to tip more for special service, such as carrying your bags or shielding you with an umbrella.

Hotel Bellman: $1 per bag is standard. Tip when shown to your room and againupon checkout. Tip more if provided any additional service. A $5 tip upon arrival can usually guarantee you special attention should you require it.

Concierge: Tip $2 to $10 for special service, such as making restaurant or theater reservations. If you want to ensure special treatment from the concierge, you might consider a $10 to $20 tip upon arrival.

Hotel Maid: For stays of more than one night, $1 per night is standard. The tip should be left in the hotel room in a marked envelope.

Waiters: 15 to 20% of your pre-tax check is considered standard (room service waiters included). If the 15% gratuity is added, you need only tip up to another 5% for super lative service.

Tour Guides/Charter Bus Drivers: If not included, tip $1 for a half-day tour, $2 for full-day tour and $5 to $10 for a weeklong tour. Tip a private guide more.

Parking Attendants: Tip $1 to $2 when
your car is delivered.

Cloakroom Attendants: If there is no charge for service, or extra care is taken with your coat and/or bags, a $1 to $2 tip is appropriate.
