Each of the works chosen for this exhibition - and by necessity chosen from slides - has left a conversational question that awaits seeing the work. I look forward to that next interaction."  


Through this continuing exhibition SUMEI MULTIDISIPLINARY ARTS CENTER continues to enlarge the sphere of influence of Newark's and New Jersey's arts programs.

Presents Landscape and Memory
the works of Ken Fukushima and Wei Jane Chir, two artists whose works are both compelling and consummate. from March 19 thru April 30, 2004

A panel discussion/ artist talk will be held on Saturday April 24, from 5:30 to 7:30pm…

Ken Fukushima, an architect residing in Canada, in his masterful and ambitious prints, paintings and drawings, holds a scale up to experience, measuring time against time, one history to another, one rationality to another, and one passion to the next.  Linking historical Japan to present thought and professional practice, Fukushima has expended years in taking the next step, that is, in creating an art that is both contemporary and medieval in a cosmology of single lines.  

Wei Jane Chir, and artist whose abstractions attempt the more sublime goals of this contemporary art direction, is equally sensitive in attaining a plateau in this realm in her installations and figurative work.  Her measurements of mundane urban experience as well as of pristine natural phenomena, can take, imperceptively, small breaths away, the larger work, more perceptively so.  While Jane Chir's work basks in the music of silence, Fukushima's work exaults in the music of time, and its progeny, history.  

Organized by Yoland Skeete and Hal Laessig of the Sumei Multidisciplinary Arts Center in Newark, New Jersey, this exhibition marks the crossing borders in several ways.  The artistic activity across the Hudson River and its ties to that of New York City is not credited enough for the actual relationship between the states that has developed.  Our border to the north into Canada is also crossed.  This is only the second major exhibition of Fukushima's work in the US, and the first in NY.  Aesthetic borders are clearly crossed, in the resolutions of seemless  and transcending art productions by artists who have sought a higher plane.   And the border between two organizations has been breached - in bringing Asian American Arts Centre and the Sumei Multidisciplinary Arts Center together, the higher goals of cultural cooperation become tangible.
