You are cordially invited to the debut of the Asian American / Asian Research Institute’s “Asian Community Block” forum by the Gouvernuer Hospital Mobile Crisis Team, on Thursday, March 8, 2007, from 2PM to 4PM, at 25 West 43rd Street, Room 1000, between 5th & 6th Avenues, Manhattan.

 

Gouvernuer Hospital Mobile Crisis Team has been in existence since 1968.   It was the first program of its kind in New York City.  It came about due to a dramatic shift in mentally ill demographics in the city.  There had been a concerted program to deinstitutionalize state hospitals during the 60’s, and New York City was inundated with thousands of mentally ill without any support services.  Mobile crisis teams became the first line of intervention to engage and provide short term treatment for these patients.  

 

Currently there are 23 Mobile Crisis teams that cover all boroughs in New York City. The present day mobile crisis team at Gouverneur Hospital has evolved into a multidisciplinary team of mental health professionals that offer rapid responses to psychiatric crisis in the community.

 

The “Asian Community Block” provides social agencies and cultural organizations with an opportunity to reach out and promote their activities to the more than one million and growing Asian population currently residing within the five boroughs of New York City, the majority of whom are unaware of the multitude of programs made available for them.

Dorothy Eng, 71, recipient of the President’s Volunteer Service Award from the President’s Council on Service and Civic Participation presented by President Bush at the White House in May 2006, died of pneumonia and infection at Fairfax 
Hospital in Falls Church on Monday, February 19, 2007. 

Dorothy Eng was a volunteer with Gold Star Wives of America, comprised of women whose spouses died while in active duty in the US Armed Forces or from a service related disability. She served on the national board and is a member of the Potomac Chapter. She volunteered with the USO assembling care packages for the troops overseas. She volunteered at the Armed Forces retirement home providing outreach and care to the residents. She attended ceremonies and visited Capitol Hill as an advocate for service widows- their needs, concerns and welfare. 

The family was stationed in this area by the Army when her husband, the late Charles Eng of Newark, NJ, passed 37 years ago.  She was a young widow raising three children. She went to work as a 
bookkeeper until she retired and became a full-time volunteer as an advocate for military widows. The family has lived in the area for 41 years. 

She is survived by her three children, Dixie, Jersey and Alexander and their spouses; 7 grandchildren Jayme, Roni, Tyler, Evan, Austin, Kimberleigh and Kyle; her siblings, Alfred, John, Daniel, Ronald, Lena and Jean and many devoted friends.

WHEREAS, Dotty Eng volunteers at the Armed Forces Retirement Home in Washington, D.C., which provides outreach and much needed care to residents, who include many Gulf War veterans relocated to the facility following Hurricane Katrina; and

WHEREAS, for the past two years, Dotty Eng has assembled countless packages to be sent to soldiers serving overseas; and

WHEREAS, an enthusiastic community supporter, Dotty Eng is a shining example of the invaluable services provided by local volunteers throughout the Commonwealth; now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED by the Senate, the House of Delegates concurring, That the General Assembly hereby commend and congratulate Dotty Eng as a recipient of the President’s Volunteer Service Award; and, be it

Chung: The real healing begins for mother of Iris Chang

Perhaps it is fate that makes 2007 different. Perhaps it is will. When her daughter, the shining, driven luminary Iris Chang, committed suicide in November 2004, Ying-Ying Chang plunged into a dark chasm of unrelenting grief.  ``I just totally lost myself,'' said the San Jose resident and retired microbiology professor. ``I was so sad and I couldn't get out of that.''  But in 2007, Ying-Ying Chang has emerged into the sunlight, into a confluence of events that have manifested Iris' spirit everywhere.

A new documentary, “Nanking,'” initiated by AOL Vice Chairman Ted Leonsis, makes its world premiere at the Sundance Film Festival this week. A bust of her daughter is being unveiled at the Hoover Institution at Stanford University this month. The first winners of the Iris Chang Memorial Essay Contest have been selected from a field of 290 entries. And a Canadian film company is working on Iris' story, ``The Woman Who Couldn't Forget.''

This year marks the 70th anniversary of the massacre in Nanking, an eight-week blood bath of rape, dismemberment and indiscriminate killing by rampaging Japanese soldiers on the civilians of the former Chinese capital in the winter of 1937-38. Iris Chang's 1997 book, ``The Rape of Nanking,'' was a New York Times bestseller, a phenomenon that reverberated across the globe as the first major work in English on the atrocities, one that uncovered the diary of John Rabe, ``China's Schindler,'' and interviews with the survivors.

It was Iris' untimely death -- and what Ying-Ying Chang calls “yuan fen,”' that Chinese concept of destiny, luck and something indefinable -- that led to ``Nanking'' at Sundance.

Leonsis, an AOL executive and owner of the Washington Capitals hockey team, was inexplicably drawn to Chang's obituary buried deep inside the New York Times. Hungry for something to read aboard his yacht, Leonsis had bought 45 days' worth of outdated papers during a shore visit in the Caribbean.

Iris' story and her picture haunted him. When a maid tried to take the papers away, he stopped her, plucked the page from the trash, and looked up everything he could about Iris, John Rabe and the rape of Nanking. “In Chinese, we think it is something like fate. . . . Some way, something provides that you meet this person, that you are bound to this person, somehow,” said Ying Ying, who, with her husband, had dinner with Leonsis in Washington last year. “For some reason, he didn't know why, he couldn't forget about the obituary.”
Leonsis persuaded Oscar-winning filmmaker Bill Guttentag, who teaches at Stanford, to tell the story of Rabe and the dozen or so Westerners who risked their lives to create a safety zone to protect 250,000 Chinese. The film cost $2 million.

Other projects are coming to fruition. The Hoover Institution, where Iris' papers are located, will receive a bust of Iris for its reading room this month, similar to the statue outside the museum dedicated to the memorial of the victims in the city, now called Nanjing. Ying-Ying, her husband, Shau-Jin, and local people, such as Ignatius Ding, were interviewed for a Canadian documentary.

Nothing has been more important to her, however, than what she has done herself. Climbing out of her sorrow last March, she started an essay contest to encourage expression. The entries -- from Belarus to Canada -- surprised her with their breadth, linking the genocides in Darfur and Rwanda as a continuum of the atrocities seen in Nanjing.

Now Ying-Ying, who once hid behind her daughter's incandescent presence, steps out into that light.  That's not fate. That's will.    ===============================
